How will award winners be notified?

If you do not hear from us, it means that your nomination
has not been successful. Award winners will be officially announced on 1 November 2012.

How can | submit additional information on nominees?

Additional information can be uploaded in the space provided on the entry form.

Should | mail or fax my nomination form?

No. Nominations can only be received via the email link provided. If you are having
problems the online form, you may cut and paste the information in a word document
and send to the email address provided.

Who will decide on the winners?

Nominated persons will be shortlisted at the CYP regional centres in Zambia for Africa,
India for Asia; Guyana for the Caribbean and the Solomon Islands for the Pacific region.
For these purposes Cyprus, Malta and the UK are included in the Africa region

and Canada is included in the Caribbean region.

The regional panel will be comprised of two government representatives,
two representatives for the Regional Youth Caucus and the Regional Director.

The Commonwealth awards are determined by a panel under the chair of the Deputy
Secretary-General. The panel will be comprised of representatives of Commonwealth
Governments (through High Commissions), Commonwealth Civil Society and Youth leaders.
